Regulation for the protection of animals at public events or gatherings of dogs of the Czech-Moravian Canine Union (ČMKU) for judging of dogs´ exterieur
Article 1

Name and residence of the applicant organizing a public event or a gathering
(1) This regulation for the protection of animals at public events or gatherings was prepared and is destined for the Czech-Moravian Canine Union, residing at Jankovcova 53/1522, 170 00 Praha 7, IČ 69781621, tel.: +420 234 602 275, fax: +420 234 602 278, e-mail: cmku@cmku.cz (hereinafter „ČMKU”).

(2) The applicant introduced in paragraph (1) as the organizer of the public event or the gathering in accordance with the provisions of the Act No. 246/1992 Coll., on the protection of animals against maltreatment, as amended, issues after discussing and approval from the General Commission for the protection of animals this „Regulation for the protection of animals at public events or gatherings of dogs of the Czech-Moravian Canine Union for judging of dogs´ exterieur (hereinafter „Regulation“).
Article 2

Purpose and aims of the Regulation

(1) The purpose of this Regulation is to determine the conditions and rules for presentation of dogs at public events or gatherings in accordance with the contemporary requirements for the protection of animals and their welfare. The aim of the gatherings and public events is the presentation of exterieur properties of the presented dogs possessing a pedigree and assessing of their development.
(2) This Regulation does not provide for the use of dogs for preparation or carrying out any tricks or acts in a theatre and show performances, film, television programme or a similar public performance.
(3) This Regulation does not replace the provisions and conditions stated by legal enactments, particularly by the Act No. 246/1992 Coll., on the protection of animals against maltreatment, as amended, Act No. 166/1999 Coll., on veterinary treatment and amendments of related laws (Veterinary Act), as amended (e.g. certificate of carrying out the prescribed examination of the animals, checking of the health state of the animals).

(4) The terms public event and gathering as used in this Regulation mean all dog shows, breeding evaluation events (bonitations) and descriptive shows, serving for submission of dogs into breeding, dogs typization, gatherings and shows of young and stud dogs for judging the exterieur of the dogs.

(5) The terms public event and gathering as used in this Regulation do not mean dogs trials, contests, selective or other competitions and championships of any kind.
Article 3

Organizer of a public event or a gathering

(1) The accountable person, which is responsible as the organizer during the preparation and in the course of a particular public event or gathering for observing and control of this Regulation and for the provision of protection and welfare of the dogs, is a natural person.
a) If the organizer of the event is ČMKU itself, then the ČMKU General Committee authorizes a natural person accountable as stated in this Regulation, and issues the authorization in writing. The authorized person requests the approval of the conditions of the protection of animals at the public event or dogs gathering and attaches a copy of his/her authorization to the request for organizing of the public event or gathering.
b) If the organizer of the event is a member subject of the ČMKU, this subject shall authorize an accountable person and this applicant submits for the approval of the conditions of the protection of animals at public event or gathering an application for organizing of public event or gathering containing the following data equally as the applicant according to letter a):
· as a legal person its name and address, name and full address including further contacts of a natural person, which is responsible for the preparation and the course of the public event or gathering and for the protection of animals at the public event or gathering,

· place and date on which the public event or gathering takes place,

· categories of the dogs according to age, breeds and FCI groups, that take part in the public event or gathering,

· declaration that he/she is a member of the organization mentioned in Art. 1 of this Regulation and that the course of the public event or gathering will be organized in accordance with this Regulation.

(2) The organizer submits the application for determination of the veterinary conditions for public event or gathering to the Regional veterinary administration or the Municipal veterinary administration in Prague, which is competent with regard to the place where the public event or gathering takes place. A part of the application shall be the declaration of applicability of this Regulation. After determining the veterinary conditions and approval of the declaration of applicability of this Regulation, a request for consent with the public event or gathering is submitted to the competent municipal authority.
(3) The organizer of a public event or a gathering can be solely a person possessing the theoretical and practical knowledge allowing him/her to:
a) recognize apparent symptoms of a deteriorated health condition of animals,

b) discover changes in animals´ behaviour,

c) determine whether the environment is suitable for maintaining health and welfare of the animals,

d) guarantee the protection of animals during the public event or gathering from the organizational point of view.

(4) The organizer in entitled and obliged

a) to be present during the whole period of the public event or gathering, to inspect the observance of this Regulation in the place of the event, to require the observance of the obligations given by this Regulation from the persons concerned, and when discovering a failure, is obliged to make good the allegations immediately,

b) to have this Regulation at his disposal in a printed form and on request, to present it to the participants or the animal protection authorities,

c) to guarantee enough qualified judges and personnel. These persons must be able to:

- recognize apparent symptoms of a deteriorated health condition of animals,

- discover changes in animals´ behaviour,

- determine whether the environment is suitable for maintaining health and welfare of animals,

- guarantee the protection of animals during the public event or gathering from the organizational point of view.

Article 4

Type of dogs participating at a public event or a gathering

(1) This Regulation applies to the hereinbelow stated maximum number and type of dogs at a public event or a gathering. It concerns only pure-blood dogs of the breeds recognized by FCI or breeds not yet recognized by FCI, so called national breeds, with a pedigree issued by studbooks of ČMKU or amember or partner organizations of the International Canine Federation FCI residing in Belgium, of which ČMKU is a member. The pedigrees of pure-blood dogs of a breed not yet recognized by FCI must have beed issued by studbooks of ČMKU or member or partner organizations of FCI. The maximum number of dogs participating in the public event or gathering is determined by the capacity of the area in which the public event or gathering takes place. This maximum number of dogs must be stated in an attachment to the application for the public event or gathering approval. The maximum number of dogs can range from few individuals to thousands of dogs at national and international shows in the Czech Republic and at other events according to Art. 5 of this Regulation.
(2) At a public event or a gathering, only clinically healthy dogs being in a good condition can be presented. The dogs must be in the immunity against rabies. Dogs coming from the Czech Republic must have a valid vaccination certificate (in accordance with § 6 of the Veterinary Act) or a valid pet passport. Dogs coming from the EU member countris and third countries must fulfil the conditions determined by the Regulation of European Parliament and Council No. 998/2007 dated 26.05.2003.

(3) The up-to-date list of dogs, including the data concerning number, origin and identification of the dogs presented at the public event or gathering, is published in the catalogue or in the list of dogs registered for the public event or gathering. The catalogue or the list must be available for public authorities and veterinary authorities on the spot. For technical reasons, the catalogue cannot be submitted together with the request for the approval of the event.

(4) The following dogs cannot participate at a public event or a gathering:

a) dogs with surgical or other veterinary treatment directed to a removal of an exteriur fault, with a treatment which is not in compliance with the provisions of § 4 art. 1 letter g) of the Act No. 246/1992 Sb., on the protection of animals against maltreatment, as amended, namely dogs with cropped ears and dogs with deliberately damaged vocal chords for the purpose of limiting loud barking,
b) puppies of the age of less than 3 months,

c) bitches in the second half of gravidity period or lactating bitches,

d) bitches on heat (bitched on heat can access solely the events on which it is expressly allowed by the organizer, however, they must be kept and presented separately),

e) injured dogs, ill dogs, or supposedly ill dogs, wherein the illness would influence their achievement or cause them pain or suffering or damage to their health,
f) dogs that are apparently offensive, aggressive, attacking people or other dogs, or dogs beyond control of their handlers,

g) dogs that were transported to the public event or gathering in an unsuitable way or by an unsuitable means of transport or under conditions that are not in compliance with this Regulation,

h) dog that have not undergone the veterinary check-in,

j) dogs under the effect of prohibited substances (doping) or dogs of the owner who refused the veterinary control of these dogs, required for detecting said compounds,

 k) dogs that were not prepared for the gathering and whose condition does not comply to the assumed demands.

Article 5

Method of manipulation with the dogs with a description and characteristics of the methods of manipulating with the dogs
The aim of the presentation of dogs is judging of the exterieur and of the suitability for breeding. Herein below is listed the description of methods of manipulating with the dogs.
(1) Shows of any type, bonitations, typizations, gatherings and competitions of young or breeding dogs are shows of beauty of pure-bred dogs. They can take place on esplanades or on covered grounds in the so-called show rings. A detailed description of the show rings and their equipment is given in Art. 6 of this Regulation.
The dogs are presented both posing and in movement according to the instructions of the judge. When in movement, the dog should move naturally, lead freely on a leash, which should not choke the dog. Small dog breeds are usually presented standing on a table (for description see Article 6 of this Regulation). The dogs present no skills except for the above mentioned. When the dog is standing or during the examination of the dog on the table, the judge controls the teeth and the bite. The teeth and the bite of the dog are either exposed by the judge or by the handler. During the teeth and bite control, the judge and the handler must avoid techniques which might be painful for the dog. The lips must not be lifted too much, and the muzzle must not be opened by force. If the judge considers necessary to measure the height in withers or other body proportions of the dog, he must perform the measurements using a device designed so and of such materials that it cannot hurt the dog. If the judge weighs the dog, he must use a scale that can secure the stability of the dog. The testicles of the males are controlled during the judging. Also this activity must be performed so that it does not cause pain to the dogs.

(2) The gatherings of dogs or public events are organized to last at maximum from 7 a.m. (start of the veterinary check-in) to 5 p.m. (end of afternoon final competitions at the dog shows). The free movement of the dogs is forbidden, every dog must be kept on a leash, biting dogs must wear a muzzle. The organizers of the show are obliged to make sure that during the show the dogs wear collars that do not cause pain to the dogs. The dogs must be kept on a leash. The participants of the event are obliged to control their dogs during whole period of the event. It is forbidden to keep dogs tied without supervision. During the event, it is forbidden to make changes in the exterier of the dogs by varnishing, powdering or dyeing as well as trimming. It is also forbidden to keep the dogs tied on the tables for a long time. Elementary activity during the public show or gathering is the presentation on a leash. During the manipulation with the dogs of all breeds, the person who carries the dog must hold the dog so that its legs  are fixed and its chest, belly and pelvic region are supported by the arms of the manipulator. It is not allowed to carry dog by their skin or by other parts of the body uniquely, particularly by its tail and ears. In the case of the big breeds (above 50 cm in withers) the manipulation with the dogs is scarce.
(3) This Regulation concerns solely the public events, gatherings and similar events organised for the purpose of judging of exterieur of the dogs.

(4) In the period when the dogs are not being judged, controlled, measured or otherwise manipulated, it is necessary that the handler ensures due care and welfare of the dog, i.e. to secure food, water, walking out, resting  and movement.
Article 6

Equipment, devices and tools for manipulation, presenting or other activity with the dogs
(1) The show ring in the sense of Article 5 of the Regulation is a space for presenting the dogs. It must be big enough in respect to the size of the breed that is judged there (the dogs are presented in movement as well, therefore the ring space must allow free, natural movement of the dog, including possibility to accelerate and stop in due length of the ring). 
The show rings must be marked so that the marking cannot injure the dogs. It must be stable enough, so that it cannot be overturned if accidentally pushed, which could cause stress or even injury to a dog. According to local conditions, the outside rings can be marked for instance with poles of any shape, but without sharp edges and ends, fixed rigidly in the ground or in a stable footstall. Inside the buildings, it is possible to mark the show rings with similar poles in footstalls or using stable parts of the buildings, such as supporting pillars. 

Between marking poles, the ring is delimited by a soft and elastic band, usually made of plastic material, which cannot cause an injury to a dog. This band visibly marks the show ring. Should the color of the band be similar to that of the floor, it is recommended to attach on the band significant markings at least on several points along its perimeter. 
The surface of the show ring must secure natural movement of the dogs, particularly it must not be slippery. In the case of outside rings the surface must be levelled so that there are no undulations. The grass cover in the case of a lawn surface is cut shortly, natural surface such as sand, soil or pebbles must be levelled by raking. Artificial surfaces, such as concrete, asphalt and similar must be smooth without holes. On the surface of the show ring must be no dangerous objects or materials, which could cause injury to a dog (such as sharp gravels) and must be free of all dangerous materials, which could harm the dog (such as shards, splinters of metallic materials, etc.). There must be no litter or dirt on the surface of the show ring, nor water puddles or pools. The surface of the show ring inside the show halls must not be slippery, must be flat, free of holes or undulations as well as without solid obstacles of any kind (nails, remnants of constructions, etc.). It is recommended to cover at least part of the surface with a carpet.
If, due to extreme climatic conditions, should the surface of the show ring be too cold or too hot, the dogs can be presented on such surfaces only for a necessary period so that they did not suffer undercooling or overheating. The assessment of the above described state is within the responsibility of the organizer or the veterinary doctor on duty in the public dog show or gathering. In the case of an extreme cold it is necessary to cover the surface with a suitable insulating material, such as the carpet. In extremely high temperatures it is possible to cool the surface, for example, by showering it with water. If this is not available, the organizer or the veterinary doctor on duty on the public show or gathering shall decide whether it is possible to continue in the presenting of the dogs on such surface.
In the case that in the particular ring a small breed is being judged, the dog is usually, during presenting a show pose, and during the teeth and testicles control, standing on a judging table. The judging table must be equipped with an anti-slip surface, must be stable enough, and its area must correspond to the size of the judged breed. If such table is not available, even the small breeds are judged on the floor of the show ring.
(2) According to this Regulation, no tools, which could cause an injury, pain, discomfort, or stress to a dog, can be used. It is particularly not allowed to use following:
a) choking collars without mechanical restriction of complete closing of the loop, collars with pins and collars, which can generate an electric impulse.
b) equipment and tools, which control the behaviour of a dog by invoking negative sound, smell or other chemical stimuli.
c) damaged equipment (leashes, collars, harness), which could harm the dog or cause other suffering.
d) randomly used objects (such as sticks, canes, etc.) or wire, rope, etc. to tie the dog.
(3) The participant, presenting the dog, must during the whole time of the show to:

a) supervise his dog.
b) secure an appropriate amount of drinking water as well as means for drinking (a bowl, etc.), respectively food supplies and necessary equipment for eating if needed, during the whole time of the show.
c) secure regular and adequate walking of the dog according to the dog’s custom.
d) participate appropriately on his dog’s protection against suffering (for example, caused by weather conditions). In a show hall, it is recommended to secure a suitable mat or a show cage or box to secure untroubled resting of the dog. In the outside, it is recommended to add to above mentioned items – depending on weather and season conditions – a cover for the dog, a shelter or an umbrella, respectively other protective device.
Article 7

The premises of the public event or gathering and the space for stables

The organiser of the public show or gathering secures in the area where the public show or gathering takes place for the whole time of the event the following:

a) a suitable place for unloading the animals, i.e. an open, obstacle-free area, without any objects that could harm the dogs when leaving the means of transportation. The owner can only load and unload the dogs so that they do not suffer nor is their health damaged.

b) source of appropriate amount of drinking water for the dogs. The water must be clean enough not to endanger the health of the dogs. The source means a connection to a public water pipe network and/or water brought to the show area, for instance in tanks. As a minimum amount of water per day for a medium-sized dog is considered 2 litres, in the case the weather is not extreme. For the big-sized breeds with height in withers above 50 cm the considered amount of water increases up to 5 litres per dog per day. The considered amount of water per dog increases with rising outside temperature. The source of the drinking water for dogs should be visibly marked and easily accessible.

c) the space for the dogs minimizing the risk of their injury. Before the start of the event, the organiser checks the suitability of the surface, the potential presence of dangerous objects (glass shards, metals). If such objects are found, the organiser makes sure that they are removed before the start of the event.

d) marking of a suitable space for presenting and judging the dogs, with large enough area for manipulating with the dogs so that the presenting was safe and the dogs did not suffer (mutual attacks between the dogs, etc.)
e) protecting of the dogs against extreme weather and against significant differences in climatic conditions, i.e. to secure the space where the dogs can be hidden during sudden severe changes of the weather, in a strong wind or rain. This means a suitable inside areas. If this is not possible, the event is terminated without delay.

f) place for resting of the dogs (shade, shelter against rain), either around the show rings or outside. In these areas, the dogs can lie on mats or in the show boxes or cages. It is recommended to separate these premises from the area where the dogs can be in contact with the visitors of the show.

g) suitable space for walking the dogs. These spaces must be visibly marked and easily accessible for all dogs, particularly in the halls. The organizer must secure cleaning of these spaces during the show and its sanitation after the end of the event.
h) keeping the whole premises of the show clean, in the case of inside events also adequate ventilation and clean air corresponding to the number of dogs and visitors, to minimize the negative effects of the environment (increased dust load).

i) securing of the premises for the dogs against entrance of other animals (for example stray dogs), unauthorized persons, and agianst escaping of the presented dogs.
j) securing and delimiting of the spaces for dogs and visitors, organization of the parking of the means of transportation, transportation trailers and auxiliary equipment so that the risk of suffering of participating dogs is minimized.
k) arranging of a suitable space for necessary veterinary first aid to the dogs in case of an accident.
Article 8

Transportation of the dogs to a public show or gathering

(1) The transportation of the dogs must be performed in accordance with the Act No. 246/1992 Coll, on the protection of animals against maltreatment, as amended, and with the regulation No. 193/2004 Coll, on the protection of animals during transportation.
(2) The dogs can be transported solely in the means of transportation, which are designed so that they do technically assure welfare of the dogs, minimize the possibility of injuring during the transportation, allow regular checking of the state of the animals and their welfare, and that they fulfill the technical requirements and are appropriately equipped.
a) Car transportation
 The dogs must have enough space so that they can take a natural pose, which allows them to balance the movemenst of the car. The dogs must be placed in the car so that they can not endanger themselves or the driver. It is not allowed to transport the dogs in closed spaces of the cars without adequate light access. The transport space should be well ventilated. During the transportation, the dogs must be under supervision of a responsible person. In the case of a longer transportation, the dogs must eat and drink more frequently than usually, they must be given the food at least 1x every 12 hours, and water at least 1x 4-6 hours, depending on the weather conditions. They must be also walked regularly, at least in the intervals they are accustomed to.

b) Trailer transportation

Trailer transport is allowed only in trailers, specially designed for transport of the animals, as must be stated in the technical registration record. Further conditions are the same as in Art. 8 point (2) letter a) (see above).

c) Transportation of a dog inside a transportation box
The parameters of the transportation box must allow at least comfortable lying. The door of the box must be secured against spontaneous opening from inside. In the box, which allows only comfortable lying, a dog can be transported only for 6 hours at the most. If the journey is longer, the dog can be only transported in a box, corresponding to Art. 8 point (2) letter f) (see bellow). Other conditions are similar to those described in Art. 8 point (2) letter a) (see above). The box must be secured against moving inside the vehicle.
d) Transportation by the means of public transport

The conditions of such transportation are regulated by the provider of the transportation service. The owner or holder of the dog is responsible for the welfare of the dog.

e) Leaving of a dog in the closed space of a means of transportation without human supervision

This is allowed only exceptionally and for a short time. In such case, the dog must be supplied with adequate amount of air, space, respectively light and in appropriate temperature of the environment (air condition in summer and heating in winter). Leaving the dog alone inside the means of transportation for a longer period can be cosidered as maltreatment.

f) Airplane transportation

The conditions of such transportation are regulated by the provider of the air transportation service. The holder of the dog must ensure the protection of the dog during the transportation. The transportation boxes must have parameters, allowing full natural standing of the dog, easy turning, lying and standing. The parameters correspond to the size of the dog: the minimal length of the box must correspond to the length of the dog from nose to the root of the tail. The height of the box must not be lower than the height of the naturally standing dog including the tips of ears (if standing). The width of the box must be at least twice that of the dog, measured in the widest part of the body. If the boxes are made of plastic, they must be equipped with a metallic door with a lock, which rules out the possibility of opening from inside.

(3) In the space of the means of transporation, where the dogs are transported, it is forbidden to manipulate with open fire, to transport objects, which could negatively influence the welfare of the dogs or endanger their health, particularly flammable or irritating chemicals.

(4) During the unloading, the dogs must be treated carefully.

(5) The persons, manipulating with the dogs, are instructed particularly about the manipulation with the dogs.  

Article 9

Veterinary care and control of the adherence to the Regulation

(1) The organizer of the public show or gathering secures adequate space for the veterinary check-in of the dogs. The veterinary check-in is performed by adequate number of veterinary doctors, their number depending on the amount of registered dogs on the event. The presence of the veterinary doctors is secured by the organizer. Furthermore, the present veterinary doctors perform during the event veterinary supervision, veterinary care, and if needed first aid in case of accidents. A veterinary doctor is either present at the premises for the whole time of duration of the event (obligatory in the case of a gathering of more than 100 dogs) or performs the veterinary check-in and then is available on the telephone, so that he can arrive to the premises of the event within 10 minutes if telephonically summoned (in the case of less then 100 dogs). The number of the veterinary doctors is adequate to the number of the dogs. The organizer may decide for the presence of the veterinary doctor for the whole time of the event even if the number of dogs is lower than 100.
(2) Inspectors of the Regional veterinary administration (who prove themselves with a service card) are entitled to perform the supervision over the adherence to the animal protection regulations.

(3) The organizer must present the inspectors of the Regional veterinary administration with all the due documentation, information, material and personal help, necessary for their work, including the presentation of the dogs onto a required place (within the event premises) upon a request by the employees of the Regional veterinary administration.
Article 10

Instruction of the persons about the protection of the dogs

(1) The organizer performs the instruction of the persons, who are actively participating in the public show or gathering of the dogs, particularly concerning the manipulation with the dogs, preparation of the tools or other equipment and the securing of the welfare and protection of the dogs as given by the provisions of the Act No. 246/1992 Coll., on the protection of animals against maltreatment, as amended, and with this Regulation.
(2) The organizer secures particularly that:

a) the dogs will be treated calmly and firmly, so that their welfare is secured. Furthermore, the dogs shall not be mistreated or tortured and the risk of their injury is minimized.
b) unauthorized persons, which are not on duty, will not have access to the premises reserved for the public show or gathering.
c) persons manipulating with the dogs shall access an injured or ill dog carefully, and a particular attendance shall be employed when manipulating with the dangerous dogs. In this case, the person manipulating with the dogs should be secured by another person.
d) when a special treatment of a dog by a professionally trained person is necessary (such as veterinary treatment), adequate number of instructed persons should be available on the place of the treatment.

e) when performing a special treatment of an uneasy dog, suitable means for immobilizing the dog or calming medicaments should be used by the veterinary doctor.
f) the persons manipulating with the dogs should be more alert in situations causing stress to the dogs, such as noise or other negative incentive. Also, it is necessary to take into account that the dogs are in an unknown environment, that they come from various groups, are not accustomed to each other and can therefore exhibit defensive behaviour. Particular care should be given to injured dogs.
g) the persons manipulating with the dogs should be informed about the steps taken in unexpected situations (for example the escape of a dog from the event premises, or a fire) and must secure protection of the dogs against suffering and prevent dangerous situations.
h) all participants have approved that they were informed about the directives concerning the protection of the animals and about the Regulation.
Article 11

Reasons for cancellation of a public event or a gathering and for disqualification of a participant and his dog from a public event or a gathering

The organizer is entitled and bound to:

a) control the adherence to the Regulation on the premises of the event, demand from individual persons fulfilling of their duties as stated in the Regulation and in the case of failure arrange for an amendment.
b) in the case of grounded suspicion on violation of the provisions of the Act on the protection of animals, its directives or this Regulation, to terminate the event immediately in order to protect dogs, namely in the case of inappropriate behaviour of the participants or visitors of the public show or gathering.

c) terminate the public show or gathering in the case of unsuitable conditions (terrain surface, equipment, other devices, etc.) for the event in question, particularly in the case these conditions might cause suffering of the dogs.
d) ascertain that dogs, which by their behaviour endanger the safety of persons present or of other dogs, shall be disqualified from the public show or gathering

e) terminate the public show or gathering in the case of sudden worsening of weather conditions, natural disaster (fire, etc.) or other event, which could cause suffering of the dogs.

f) expel a dog from the public show or gathering in the case the dog shows symptoms of an illness, stress or other negative symptoms, which could lead to the suffering of the dog.
g) in the case of grounded suspicion on violation of the provisions of the Act on the protection of animals, its directives or this Regulation, hold the course of the event or to warn the person who has violated the rules, or to expel such person from the public show or gathering and disqualify his dog. Such violation shall be reported to the competent authority, performing the supervision over the animal protection (Regional veterinary administration). As such violation is considered namely:
· the use of doping or refusal of the doping test,
· unsatisfactorily control of the dog or too harsh manipulation with the dog,
· continuation in the show with an injured or ill dog, if this causes suffering to the dog,
· the use of inadmissible or damaged tools or harness, which could cause suffering to a dog,
· beating the dog over its head, belly, genitals and other sensitive body parts, or pressing the above said body parts, inconsiderate beating or kicking the dogs, 

· the use of devices using electric impulse or chemical stimuli,
· raising of lying dogs by their ears, legs or tail, or pulling the said body parts.
h) in the case of suddenly changed climatic conditions to a severe weather which could cause harm to the participants (handlers) and the dogs, the organizer is bound to – after taking counsel with the judge (judges) and the veterinary service – hold or even terminate the event (in the case of,  for example, strong wind, snowing, tempest, darkness, extreme temperature, etc.).
Article 12

Validity and effect of the Regulation

(1) This Regulation is valid only in the wording approved by the Central comission on the protection of the animals; any changes in this Regulation must be presented to and approved by the Central comission on the protection of the animals.

(2) This Regulation comes into effect and validity by the day when the decision of approval of the Central comission on the protection of the animals comes into effect.
(3) This Regulation replaces the Regulation on the protection of the animals at a public show or gathering of animals and by the breeding of the 24. 08. 2004, approved by the ÚKOZ, dec. No. 26446/2004-11020
